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QUESTIONS FOR DISCIPLESHIP DISCUSSION

treasures — which moth and rust will corrupt?

Make alist of the different things you think can cause the soil of our hearts to
become hard towards God.

On Page 76 of Darlene’' s book “Extravagant Worship”, we are told that the
heart is the engine room of our life. What do you think is meant by this?

Read Genesis 1:26-28. God is wanting us to rule and reign with Him — not just
for the future but in the here and now. Why then is it that so many Christians
in our day don't live avictorious life? Why don’'t we often see the church
operating in kingly authority? Discuss this.

In 1 Samuel 19:19-24 we read where Saul’ s servants were sent to capture
David and as they came amongst Samuel and a group of prophets prophesying
at the time, the Spirit of the Lord came upon them and they began to prophesy
too. This happened severa times until Saul turned up to see what was going
on and he prophesied as well. Why do you think the anointing to prophesy
touched Saul’ s servants? Why was it that Saul was able to prophesy when we
know his character? Do you think there are certain criteria for people to
continue in the gift of prophecy?
